Frequently Asked Questions
What is Primary Easy Learning?
Easy Learning is a series of English and Maths books (and Science for age 10–11) that make learning easy for children from age 4–11. The books include fun activities that are closely linked to the National Curriculum in a clear and engaging format that is easy to use, easy to learn and easy to remember at home and in school.
Where and when can I use the Easy Learning books?

The books contain activities and questions that can be used in the classroom or set as homework. Teachers can use them to identify the main points in a lesson and work through the activities with their class. The books for age 

10–11 can be used as a revision tool in the lead up to the KS2 National Tests.
Easy Learning is also an ideal resource for children working with learning support staff as the colourful pages and simple text will engage and encourage the pupils.
What is this companion website for?

This site gives advice on how best to use the Easy Learning books and provides extra practice and support and extension materials for teachers.  

How will Easy Learning help my pupils learn in class?

The activities in the books for each school year age group at KS1 and KS2 will help pupils to practise key topics and skills by working through the activities. Teachers can help pupils to check their answers at the back of the book to see how well they are doing.
The three revision books (English, Maths and Science) for age 10–11 can be used to help pupils revise for the KS2 National Tests. The content on the left-hand page gives pupils the key facts and guides pupils to the questions on the right-hand page. Teachers could choose one topic per day for five weeks for an intensive revision programme or two topics per week for ten weeks for a longer revision programme. 

How will Easy Learning help my pupils learn at home?
Teachers can set specific pages or topics for homework on the lesson covered in class that day or practice exercises in the key skills – counting, times tables, handwriting, spelling – relevant for all areas of learning.

Parents/carers can help their child to use the Easy Learning books by reading through the pages with them, making sure he or she has achieved the key English/Maths idea in the ‘What you need to know’ tip at the bottom of the left-hand page. They can also try the ‘Taking it further’ activities which encourage discussion about what the child has learnt. 
For the three revision books for age 10–11 the parent/carer can read through the left-hand page and then allow the child a set time to attempt the questions. The parent/carer can then check the child’s answers and help them attempt any questions answered incorrectly. Parents/carers should be encouraged to sign or comment on the page to provide some feedback for both the child and the teacher.

How does Easy Learning support National Curriculum objectives?
All the Easy Learning content follows the National Curriculum. Each subject covers all the topics relevant to its particular course and school year.
